2 An elderly man and a girl helped Makoto on the train.

(3 Makoto saw an elderly man help a girl get a seat on the train.

@ No one helped the elderly man except one girl on the train.
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(D The boy thinks Suzuki Ichiro is a good player only because of his achievements.
(2 The boy didn’t know Suzuki Ichiro had broken a lot of records.

(3 The boy thinks his mom doesn’t know much about baseball players.

@ The boy thinks Suzuki Ichiro seems like a sincere person.
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(D Greta Thunberg was 16 years old when she started her activities.

(2 Greta Thunberg gave a speech at the UN the year she started her activities.
(3 A woman thinks even a small action can lead to a big impact on people.

(@ Many teenagers are worried about the environment but they don’t take action.
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(D The man learned something new about Mahatma Gandhi.

(2 The woman didn’t know much about Mahatma Gandhi.

(3 It was the first time that the man heard the name Mahatma Gandhi.

@ The man knew that Mahatma Gandhi was put in jail many times.
