There is an old saying: A man's home is his castle. The
ideal condition would be that a person’s home should be
suitable from “cradle to grave.” However, many people are
forced to leave their homes as they lose their abilities,
commonly due to the normal aging process.

Houses should be renovated according to aging, based on
the idea of Universal Design or UD. It is a design that can be
used by all people, to the greatest extent possible, without
the need for adaptation or specialized design. According to
Japanese law, UD for adaptability includes at least (i) level floors without step differences, (i) structural
supports for the installation of handrails or grab bars, and (iii) adequate door openings and turning space
to accommodate a wheelchair.

Admittedly, not all buildings can be designed and built to house anybody. Some types and levels of
disabilities require more adaptation than is readily available. For most people, however, UD for
adaptability is sufficient.
